In addition to being named one of Newsweek's "150 Fearless 
Women Who Shake The World" last year, Morris has received critical acclaim for her 
work with Girl Be Heard in The New York Times, The New Yorker, NPR, Ebony 
Magazine, Backstage, Huffington Post, WBAI, NY1, WNBC, and outlets across the 
globe. She has given TED Talks and given keynote speeches at Stanford University 
and other prestigious universities.
